EVANSTON SAFETY TOWN is a summer  
day camp program for 4 -7 year olds. Established 

in 1977 by the Evanston/Skokie Council of PTAs, 
the not-for-profit program teaches safety rules in a 
fun-filled setting.  Classroom activities use videos, 

books and projects. Safety rules are reinforced with 
practice on the child-size Safety Town on the 
playground that includes buildings, “cars” (big 

wheel bikes) and bicycles and helmets brought 
from home on specified days. 

 
Campers attend either the two-hour morning or 

afternoon session for two weeks in June or July. 

Classes are limited to 40 campers and 12-15 teen 
volunteers. Groups will be seated together; please 
consider a car pool. A certified teacher is assisted by 
volunteer teen counselors (grades 6, 7, 8 and 9) and 
a teen aide.  
 
A walking field trip may be taken to the nearby Fire 
Station or a fireman may visit. Police, lifeguards, 
school buses, paramedics and veterinarians may visit 
also. We welcome volunteer speakers.
